Since the event Les Cox, one of the RRA
Rep’s has been lobbying for a replace-
ment bus service, for the rerouted 82a.
Les got onto Councillor John Coyne, who
used his contacts to good effect, and per-
suaded Mersytravel to establish a tempo-
rary bus service, Route R1; starting on the
24th November. (RRA working for you!)

The new service will travel from River-
side Drive/Promenade Gardens, via River-
side Drive, Sefton Street, Brunswick Sta-
tion, Sefton Street, Park Street, Grafton
Street, Harlow Street, Park Road, Ullet
Road, Aigburth Road, Jericho Lane, Riv-
erside Drive to Riverside Drive / Bempton
Road, turn at traffic island then return via
Riverside Drive, Jericho Lane, Aigburth
Road, Ullet Road, Park Road, Harlow
Street, Grafton Street, Park Street, Sefton
Street, Brunswick Station, Sefton Street,
Riverside Drive to Riverside Drive/ Prom-
enade Gardens. Running at hourly inter-
vals, Monday to Saturday.
